The handicraft of the plates, which are hammered and shaped over
heat as in the past, is linked to the technological process of combining
precious and basic metals  This combination creates different alloys
characterized by distinctive sounds suitable for different kinds of music
Also the mechanics of each instrument are carefully built making each
of our saxophones a unigue instrument. Some secrets of this process
will emerge in occasion of the workshap that will take place the 8th of
July at 14:00 at the Studio Theatre of Place Des Arts.
